During its 2005-2006 program 
year, PTL impacted over 2200 students in 
the Greater Birmingham Metropolitan 
Area dealing with issues concerning peer 
pressure, self-esteem, goal setting, 
Alabama High School Graduation Exam, 
and violence prevention.
